Activities

Upcycled Art 

Upcycling is the process of taking 
something of little or no value (trash) 
and creating something valuable or 
useful (treasure). We can use bottle 
caps, spare board game parts, puzzle 
pieces, old glass bottles, aluminum 
cans, and many other objects to create 
great jewelry and fun crafts. 

Glass Art
